Olney Runners Athletic Club

1. The name of the Club is Olney Runners Athletic Club.

2. The Headquarters of the Club is at ‘Thursby’, Gravel Walk, Emberton, Bucks, MK46 5JA
3. The Object of the Club is the promotion of Amateur Athletics.

4. The Management of the Club is vested in a committee consisting of a President, Vice President, Honorary Treasurer, Honorary Secretary, Captain and Vice–Captain and others as designated.  All members are to be elected annually, the Committee will determine the requirements to make a quorum.  The Committee has power to fill any vacancy that may arise.
5. Membership of the Club is confined to Amateurs as defined by England Athletics in the Rules for Competition Handbook.  A candidate for Membership must apply in writing on a form provided for the purpose and be proposed by one Member and seconded by another Member.

6. Full membership is available to anyone aged 18 or over.  A young person aged between 14 and 17 can join the Club as a full running member in their own right provided the following criteria are met:

· a parent or guardian gives written consent for their child becoming an individual member

· a discussion takes place between a parent or guardian and the appropriate coach.
A young person aged 8 to 13 years can join the Club as a junior member participating in a ‘controlled’ environment, provided the following criteria are met:

· On a track:

· the parent or guardian is in attendance at all times at the track when the child is participating with the Club
· the parent or guardian gives written consent for their child to become a junior member on a Club membership form

· it is at the appropriate coach’s discretion that the child participates in the session.
·  Off road (e.g. Emberton Country Park):

· the parent or guardian of the child is a full member of the Club
· the parent or guardian accompanies the child at all times

· the parent or guardian gives written consent for their child to become a junior member on a Club membership form 

· it is at the appropriate coach’s discretion that the child participates in the session.
7. A Member intending to withdraw from the Club shall give notice in writing to the Honorary Secretary and the membership terminates on the date of that notice unless they are financially indebted to the Club, in which case the committee may withhold acceptance of the resignation until they have discharged the liability. 

8. The weekly subscription of the Club is £2.00 payable on attendance.  The Committee shall have power to expel any Member whose subscriptions are one month in arrears provided that one months notice in writing shall have been sent to such a member by a registered or recorded letter, addressed to the last known address, informing of the proposed action of the Committee.  The name and address of any person so expelled from a Club in the South East Region shall be sent to the England Athletics who shall enter the name in a book (to be called “The Suspension Book”) to be kept for that purpose.      

9. A General Meeting shall be held in December in every year to receive the Committee’s report and financial statement, elect officers and Committees and deal with any other matter specified on the agenda.  The Honorary Secretary must give every Member 21 days notice of the meeting.  Notice of any business which is desired to be placed on the agenda must be given to the Honorary Secretary at least 14 days prior to the meeting.

10. A special General meeting must be called by the Honorary Secretary within 14 days of the receipt of a requisition in writing signed by at least 6 Members of the Club stating the business to be brought before such a meeting.

11. No alteration or addition may be made to the rules except by an annual General meeting or a Emergency General meeting called for that purpose.  Notice of any proposed amendment must be given as provided by Rules 9 and 10.

12. The Honorary Secretary shall give to every Member at least 7 days notice of the time and place of the Annual General Meeting along with the business to be dealt with at the meeting.
